CB Jardee HT out-yielded openlipated TT cultivars by 15-20% in 2008 National
Variety Trials across southern Australia — a bdraffi0.5 tonnes or $200 per hectare of additiomaing
production. CB Jardee HT has a provisional ratiMidR" on the national blackleg rating scheme.

CB Jardee HT represents a yield break-through focdnola. The benefits of exceptional weed control
with triazine herbicides can now be combined wiphto a 20% yield advantage over open-pollinated TT
varieties in high rainfall areas.

CB Jardee HT maturity: Mid season, suited to medium to high rainfall (>4%@h average annual
rainfall).

How to grow CB Jardee HT: Seed may be sown at 2.5 kg/ha with shallow seeaimtgood seed-bed
preparation. The higher yield of HEanola justifies high application rates of N, Pakd S. Label rates
of triazine herbicides should be applied pre- anstqgmergence.

Larger quantities of
commercial seed will be available to growers fa #010 growing season. Ftanola seed is coated with
Jockey Stayer and Gauch®to maximise yield potential.
